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a.ATC CON I.Short Title

This Regulation may be cited as the “ The
Ethiopian Metrology Institute
Establishment Regulation No0.555/2024.
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2/ “Legal Metrology” is a law enforcement
practice relating to the verification of
measurements, units of measurements,
measuring instruments and methods of
measurements in accordance with the
requirements set forth by law;

3/ "Measurement" is the process of
experimenttally obtaining one or more
quantity values that can reasonably be
attributed to a quantity;

4/ "Measurement Unit" is real scalar

quantity, defined and adopted by

convention, with which any other-
quantity of the same kind can be
compared to express the ratio of the two
quantities as a number;

5/ “Measurement uncertainty” is non-
é'rfegative parameter characterizing the
dispersion of the quantity values being
attributed to a measureand, based on the
information used;

6/ “Measurement Standard”is realization
of the definition of a given quantity,

with stated quantity value and

associated measurement uncertainty,
used as a reference;
Measurement Standard” is

economy as the basis for assigning quantity

values to other measurement standards for

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through a documented unbroken chain
of calibrations, each contributing to the

instrument, apparatus or machine that is

detecting, measuring, restoring,
correcting or modifying the structure or
function of the body for some health
purpose;

of scientific equipmept;

17/ “Equipment Life Cycle” is, process
and activities and management practices
of scientific equipment from conception
and development,manufacturing, putting
ir; market, utilization to disposal. From
users’ perspective planning, acquisition,
utilization and disposal are major

process contained;
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18/ “Ministry” means the Ministry of
Trade and Regional Integration;

3. Establishment

2/ The Institute shall be accountable to
the Ministry.
4.Head Office

The Institute shall have its head office in
Addis Ababa and may have branch offices

anywhere, as may be necessary.

5.0bjective

The Institute shall have+ the following

objectives:

1/ To enhance technology transfer capability
by conducting research and development on
metrology and scientific instruments;to
increzlse quality competitiveness in the
business sector, to protect the social and

economic benefits of the society and to
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Increase the quality of innovations and
researches by providing training, consulting and

technical services;

2/ To establish and implement a national
measurement  system  compatible  with

international standard and that enables

{o trace, maintain and dissiminate

national measurement

standards and certified reference materials

to international measurement standards ;

3/ To be among the leading African
institutions by making significant regional
and international contributions that will
ensure the sustainable benefit of our

country in the fields.

6. Powers and Duties

The Institute shall have the following the

powers and duties:

1/ Conduct scientific research in the fields
of metrology and scientific equipment
and disseminate research outputs
through various methods;

2/ Conduct knowledge and skill enhancing
training programs on metrology and

Scientific Equipment life cycle;

3/ Provide Consultancy Services that could
promote the benefit of the country in the
arcas of Metrology and Science

Equipment;
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4/ Ensure the utilization of International
System of Units and other acceptable
measurement units in the country as
appropriate;

5/ Determin and maintain national
measurement standards and certified
reference  materials in  national
metrology laboratories;

6/ Realize Internationally  agreed
definitions of system of units through
research, develop and produce

certified reference materials;

7/ Establish and organize research and
calibration laboratories in the field of
metrology;

8/ Establish and organize research and

“fcientific  instrument  prototype
laboratories and maintenance
workshops in the fields of scientific
equipment;

9/ Provide research assisted calibration
and technical services in the field of
metrology for those who are the
beneficiaries of  measurement
equipment;

10/ Provide research assisted maintenance
and technical services in the field of
scientific equipment beyond the scope
of user entities for those who are the

beneficiaries of scientific equipment;
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11/ Provide technical services in the
fields of Metrology and Scientific
equipment to governmental and

private entities that have envisioned to

establish calibration laboratories and

scientific  equipment maintenance
workshops in view of enhancing
country wide benefits;

12/ Ensure that the results obtained by
using the national measurement
standards are used as the final correct
measurement results when compared
with any other measurement results in
the country within the calibration and
measurement capability of the relevant
Ethiopian metrology laboratories;

13/ Disseminate through calibration to
maintain international traceability of
measuring  instruments used by
manufacturing and service industries,
research and education and other
metrology users;

14/ Collaborate with educational and
research institutions to develop and
implement education curriculum in the
fields of metrology .and scientific
equipment;

15/ Conduct joint researches and engage
in other collab ~ation works with peer
resegrch  institutions, regional and

international institutions and 1ocal and

7. Organization of the Institute

The Institute shall have:

1/ A Director General and, as required
Deputy Director Generals to be

appointed by the country’s Prime

Minister; and
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2/ the necessary staff.

8. Powers and Duties of the Director General

1/ The Director General shall be the chief
executive officer of the Institute and shall
direct and administer the activities of the
Institute.

9/ Without limiting the generality of sub-
article (1) of this Article, the Director
General shall:

a) Exercise the powers and duties of the
Institute specified under Article 6 of

~

this Regulation;

b) Employ and administer employees of

the Institute in accordance with the

Federal Civil Service Law and its

& basic principles;

¢) Prepares the Institute’s strategic and

annual plans, Work programs and
budgets and submits to the Ministry
and implement same upon approval
by the Ministry;

d) Effect payments in accordance With

the approved budget and work

program of the Institute;
¢) Represent the Institute in its dealings

with third parties;

f) Prepare and submit to the Ministry the

performance and financial reports of

the Institute.

Any regulation, directive or practice
inconsistent with this Regulation shall not
be applied to matters covered by this
Regulation.

14 Transfer of the Rights and Obligations
The Rights and Obligations of the National

Metrology Institute are transferred to the
Ethiopian Metrology Institute established
by this Regulation.
15.Effective Date
This Regulation shall enter into force on

the date of publication in the Federal

Negarit Gazette.
